




















Measures to improve Sector efficiency will include;

« Computerized systems of road Pavement and Bridges Maintenance (PMS and BMS) will be
implemented throughout the CRM and Special units for menitoring the same will be installed in the
circle offices and manned by trained engineers.

o Use of compulenzed applications and GPS/ GIS systems for mapping, surveys, alignment selecticn
and road design

« Adoplion of modem road construction technology by way of improved specifications and equipment
as well as prefabricated elements for bridges and culverts.

o Training of Road sector professicnals in use of modem project management and coniract
administration tools, modem procurement modaliies including prvate seclor concessions, risk
assessment and management etc.

K. Road Safety & Road Security

28 Road safety will be will be improved by strengthening engineering, education and enforcement
measures; Existing insfitutions responsible for road safety will be under KSHTTA's overall coordination on
Poliy, Strategy and Implementation matters.

30, A separate Kamataka Road Security Force (KRSF) will be created in the State to provide round-the-
clock patrolling of CRN roads and ensure safety of road travel and security of road assets. KTSF will be a
specially trained force dedicated only for road sector work and not transferable to other police forces in the

state. KRSF will be empowered lo check overoading of trucks and iniiate necessary punitive actions as per
law.

L. Karnataka State Highway Act

33 Karmalaka State Highway Act came info force in 1964, Since then several amendments o the Act
have been passed to cater to the changing environment of road traffic. There is an urgent need to clearly
define the roles and responsibilities of PWD and TD in respect of read ownership, mad safety, traffic requlation
and responsibility to protect the road assets from abuse and encroachment. Formulation and enactment of
suitable Executive Orders to modify the provisions of Mofor Vehicles Act to. property enforce road usage
requlations and profect the high value road assets will be undertaken,



M. Duration and Review of Policy

32 This policy would come into force with eflect from the date of issue of Government notification and
would be effective till the formulation of a new Road Sector Policy. There would be a mid-term review of this
policy based on a critical assessment of feedback from stakeholders, and changes in scope that anre deemed
necessary and desirable, would be incorporated at that stage.

13 The government recognizes thal expanding and instidionalizing the scope of PPP in provision of
infrastructure may also necessitate approprate changes in the existing legislative framewaork. Although the
present framework offers sufficient scope for PPPs in provision of infrastructure the specific legislative
consiraints for PPPs would also be reviewed and addressed during the mid-term review.
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
